・For items that won't fit into a bag that is 80cm 
or less, please paste a notice on it and put out.

・Fold up Electric Carpets, as much as possible 
(about 1 m) and tie them with string.

・Tie long and narrow items like umbrellas (about 1m), 
together with string.
